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When ® rst researching Shimer College, I remember reading about the Shimer-In-Oxford program. Com-
ing to formal education late in life, I was enthralled at the convenience of a weekend program with highly 
educated and dedicated faculty and the possibility of attending Oxford. But I had to question, would a 
forty-something career woman with ® nancial, work, and familial responsibilities be able to take advantage 
of such an opportunity? • e answer turned out to be, Yes!

I am amazed as I sit in my ̄ at surrounded by wonderful classmates, friends, neighbors, unlimited inspiration, 
and the glory of Oxford. As in life itself, what you get out of any opportunity is directly related to the dedica-
tion, openness, and passion you bring to it. I have been busy making the most out of this experience. Since my 
arrival in January, Shimer has given me the opportunity to complete Integrated Studies 6 and an elective in a 
private French tutorial, which gets me two steps closer to graduating in Spring `10. In addition I am continu-
ing my ªDay Jobº as an EVP for a software company, using Oxford's comprehensive wireless networks, which 
allow me to work virtually in the evenings with sta€  in the US, London, India, and China.

While in Oxford, I worked on completing my Shimer thesis, E-Shimer: Shimer College's E-Learning Roadmap 
to Bring Great Books Education to the Global Classroom; ® nishing my ® rst non-® ction book for publication, 
Virtual Etiquette; and writing and interviewing for my second book, Connected: Technology and the Collabora-
tion of Modern Humanity. I am making critical connections to return 
for my Master's and Doctoral Degrees at the Oxford Internet Insti-
tute, one of the world's leading programs focusing on technology 
and its implications on sociological issues. I have been invited to 
apply for the Fall of 2010 session and given access to their very com-
prehensive technology library. Shimer has allowed me the opportu-
nity to achieve something most people would think impossible for 
someone of my age or circumstance.  I am at studying at Oxford!

Since September, my school year has become somewhat novel: tutorials 
with the lute, reading classical texts, fencing two to three times a week, and traveling with the team all over England 
to compete with other universities¼and beat them. On top of it all I had the honorable opportunity to participate in 
the 102nd Annual Varsity Fencing Match vs. Cambridge, in Cambridge.

If you're familiar with any of the American university football rivalries, you will understand 
what kind of rivalry I found myself in while at Oxford. It was a grudge match. Fencing Cam-
bridge isn't like facing any old team during the semester. It becomes personal, emotional¼
verbal; so much to the point that it sometimes made me laugh. But that's not to say that I 
lacked the intensity needed for the competition. I did my fair share of yelling, and certainly 
fenced well for the team, but I also kept in mind the smaller yet signi® cant thing which I was 
fencing for: Shimer. Shimer is a place that has taught me how to put things in perspective, 
and during this competition I was able to re ̄ect on how advantageous Shimer has been to 
me. Without sounding like I'm being paid for this article, I must say how lucky I felt, nay, 
divinely blessed to kick some Cambridge arse under the name of Oxford, and Shimer. Okay, 
we lost, I'm sorry. But not by much; we had `em by the throats at one point, but couldn't fol-
low through. Cambridge 1, Shimer 0.

Each student 
in Humanities One led a discussion about a painting in the Institute, 
and having a membership made it possible to view that painting many 
times.  And, since it is an annual membership, students are still able to 
visit even though the semester is over. 

Serendipitously, I recently learned that Article 31 of the 1989 United 
Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child states that young 
people have the right ªto participate freely in cultural life and the 

arts.º  (To be sure, the UN document's use of `freely' refers to access, not to an entrance fee.) What a glorious a•  rmation of the claim 
of the young person to learn of their heritage, and the duty of the nation to sustain this interest.  € e generosity of Marshall Field V has 
given us the opportunity to re ̄ect upon the values of Shimer's core curriculum and how they interact with our commitment to active 
citizenship and the principles of world government.

It is ® tting that the memberships arrived just as Humanities One students were reading Tolstoy's What is Art?, a trenchant assault on the 
community of the ® ne arts. Tolstoy's essay is one of the best rants of modern times, in which he manages to ridicule without being the 
bully.  With a blithe indi! erence to traditional pieties about artistic achievement, Tolstoy makes us reexamine why we value, preserve, and 
study the best productions of the visual and musical arts. What Marshall Field V has done for our students is to enable them to address this 
issue in their own terms and in their own way. € is is patronage in its best sense: it does not tell anyone what to think or do, but allows the 
bene® ciary to make of the opportunity what he or she sees ® t. € ank you, Marshall Field V"
